The SnapLab supports a vast range of memory cards including Memory Stick Pro and Duo, CompactFlash Card, SD and Mini SD Card, xD-Picture Card, and USB Memory devices. Additionally, the printer can produce images sent directly from any mobile device via Bluetooth technology.
