Due to the simple transfer method and the roll-fed design, the DS40 printer is extremely consistent and reliable. The roll printer design also allows the printer to hold large amounts of media for printing.  The DS40 can print 400 4”x 6” prints before a media reload is necessary. In addition, the DS40 is compatible with both Mac and Windows.
